Burton, a legal and
policy advisor, was also Rockefellers aviation manager and
chief pilot. In 1966, Burton served as campaign manager for
Rockefeller s victorious bid for Governor. He now is co-trustee
in charge of the Winthrop Rockefeller Charitable Trust.

G. omas Eisele

Judge G.  omas Eisele became Winthrop Rockefeller s
personal attorney and policy advisor in 1963. He served in
those roles for six years when he accepted appointment as a
judge of the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of
Arkansas. During his time working for Rockefeller, Eisele
played a signi cant role in attacking one-party cronyism and
in helping to modernize Arkansas government. He is in his
40th year on the federal bench.

John Ward

John Ward was employed in 1964 by Winthrop Rockefeller

as his director of public relations. He went on to serve as
Rockefellers campaign manager in his successful re-election
bid in 1968. Ward later served as managing editor of the
